Trailer mount legs are available for gas smokers with 2” pipe leg receivers and the SRG-400. The trailer
mount legs replace the existing legs on the smoker, or the casters on the SRG-400. The trailer mount leg
consists of a pipe leg and a 6” x 6” (152 x 152mm) trailer mounting plate. Also available is a 6” x 6” (152 x
152mm) backing plate (for use when installing on a wood deck trailer). The normal trailer mount leg will
position the smoker 6” (152mm) from the trailer deck to the bottom of the smoker. Working height trailer
mount legs are available for all models except for the SRG-400, MLR-850, and SPK-1400, and will position the
smoker 19” (483mm) from the trailer deck to the bottom of the smoker.

When installing a smoker on a trailer the trailer’s gross vehicle weight rating (GVWR) should be sufficient for
the weight of the smoker and all ancillary items placed on the trailer. The deck of the trailer should be
adequate to support the smoker legs, preferably with the smoker legs positioned above a crossmember of
the trailer’s frame. Consideration should be given to the weight distribution of the smoker on the trailer so
that an unstable and unsafe condition is not created. Both set screws in each leg receiver should be
tightened and frequently checked to ensure tightness.
